As a church, we want 

to continue working in the realm of social issues and community 

transformation, but may we be ever reminded that the greatest need

people have is for a relationship with God and a lifestyle becoming 

ever-more in line with his best. For social ills are really moral matters, 

and their solutions must include the spiritual component.
